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CAMPOUT DUTY ROSTER

Duty Descriptions:

Cook (C) = Read the recipe, prepare & mix ingredients together, watch & stir dish until done.

Assist (A) = Help the Cook: help read the recipe, prepare ingredients, clean, etc.

Water Duty (W) = Help get water in the blue jugs for the “Troop Wash Station”, help fill the big turkey pot for
the Troop Wash Station and put it on the turkey burner to heat; help set up the Wash Station (use the Four
Pot Method: pre-rinse, wash, clear water rinse, bleach water final rinse), and then help empty tubs after the
Troop clean-up is finished.

>>The Cook AND Assistant are expected to make sure their cooking area is clean and the cooking
equipment/utensils they used are cleaned and properly put away.

>>Every Patrol member is expected to clean his own personal eating utensils.

MEAL Abbreviations: (Sat. = Saturday; Sun. = Sunday) B = Breakfast; L = Lunch; D = Dinner
Write abbreviation of Duty beside name, for each meal. Rotate duties among the Scouts.
